
How to make your own imagine peace bunting 

What you will need:
• Pegs
• String
• Scissors
• Bird template sheets to photocopy
• Writing implement
• Any other material you would like to use

to decorate your #ImaginePeace bird

Step 1: Preparation and inspiration
• Consider what message of peace you would like to write on your bird. You can think

about the following:

What does Freedom mean? It is an important message in the lyrics of John 
Lennon’s famous song, Imagine 

Do you think of peace, love, friendship, understanding? Or flags and banners, a sea-
breeze, a bird soaring or a ball flying into the air? Maybe freedom is an absence: 

freedom from hate, freedom from war or slavery, freedom from hunger or poverty. 
Or a positive: freedom to speak, freedom to have a home, safety, justice, fairness, 

truth and equality

Step 2: Write your message
• Select which of the four birds you would like to write your message on. Don’t forget to

photocopy them first so that everyone has lots to choose from!
• Using as few or as many words as you like write on the front, the back, or both sides - you

could even share your bird with a friend with one person working on the front and the
other on the reverse

• Once you have written your message, you can colour in or decorate your bird however you
like - or you could just leave it blank

Step 3: Make your bunting
• Take each of the completed birds and using the pegs provided, peg them to the length of

string
• Once all your birds have been pegged, you are ready to hang your bunting display

Step 4: Share your messages
