AMNESTY TO HAVE A BANANA SHOOT OUT FOR THE ARMS TRADE TREATY

On Saturday 16 June at 12:30pm members of Amnesty International will gather in London’s Parliament Square for a banana shootout to demand David Cameron’s public commitment to a robust Arms Trade Treaty (ATT).

Activists will be enacting a ‘shoot out’ and posing with bananas in place of guns, to object to the reality that there are international laws regulating bananas, but not arms. The action is to publicly pressure the Prime Minister for support.

While both William Hague and Nick Clegg have publicly stated their support for a bulletproof ATT, the Prime
 Minister has yet to do so. This action calls for a public promise from David Cameron not to compromise on human rights during the negotiations, which will take place only two weeks later at the United Nations in New York. 
Participants will be wearing ‘bulletproof vests’ that will be signed by various MPs, and presented to 10 Downing Street by John McDonnell MP in the near future.
The ‘shoot out’ will happen until 2pm in Parliament Square, where press are welcome to photograph and interview participants.
