military coup in May 2014 to provide legal aid
and monitor the human rights situation in
Thailand. She provides free legal services in
high-profile human rights cases.  After
attending a peaceful pro-democracy student
activists’ protest to monitor the situation and
provide any necessary legal representation
she is facing charges of sedition and a
possible military trial. If found guilty she
could face up to at least 10 vyears
imprisonment and a possible further 5 years.
Sirikan has been standing up for human rights
during a dark period of military rule.
