y release, 
and the release of other prisoners, but for 
helping to keep our hope and our beliefs 
alive.’

Taking a risk 
Today people w

ho stand up against injustice 
face unprecedented levels of intim

idation 
and attack from

 governm
ents, arm

ed groups 
and businesses around the w

orld. 

They are labelled ‘crim
inals’, ‘foreign 

agents’, ‘terrorists’, and portrayed as threats 
to security, developm

ent or traditional 
values. They face harassm

ent, torture, jail, 
violence and even death – just for daring 
to speak out for w

hat’s right. W

TI rights defenders face additional 

threats, including sexual violence and 
defam

ation based on their gender or sexual 
orientation.

At the sam
e tim

e, trade unions are being 
disbanded, new

spapers closed dow
n, social 

m
edia banned, digital activity unlaw

fully 
m

onitored, and peaceful protesters m
et w

ith 
violence. Speaking out for hum

an rights is 
difficult and dangerous – and that’s w

hy w
e 

need hum
an rights defenders.
