Known
as the Istanbul 10 they, along with Amnesty Turkey
chair Taner Kilig, are under investigation following
absurd allegations that they are involved with ‘terrorist
organisations’.

On the third day of the workshop,
police raided the building and detained them and eight other
human rights defenders. All are now under investigation
following ridiculous and baseless accusations that they are
involved with ‘terrorist organisations’.

| urge you to immediately and unconditionally release idil
Eser, Ozlem Dalkiran and the eight other human rights
defenders, and drop the baseless investigation against them.
