There is no accessible record of those executed in China but it is estimated that the total number is a multiple of those executed in the rest of the world. In 2014 it was also not possible to discover how many judicial executions there were in Syria and North Korea. There are also a number of countries such as Iraq, Iran and Saudi Arabia where the full number of executions is not reported.
