Group Meeting 14.04.2015

1.  Campaign Updates, Monthly Action, London Region.

There were no updates to report from: Burma (Dee Weekes) ; China (Angela Dock) ;
former Soviet Union (Jim O’Donnell); Central America (Roger Hardwick); Stop Torture (Graham Dock?); Death Penalty (?). Peter reported that he has not yet heard anything about a fresh prisoner of conscience case.
No monthly action has been received. London Region joint action planned for July.

New report on Nigeria just published. Kate Allen has spoken on radio about the situation in Syrian refugee camp. We are asked to email our election candidates about their stance on human rights.
2.  Book Sale.

Brigitte is planning 5 or 6 book collections. Further volunteers required.

3.  AIUK AGM and Conference:  This is at Warwick on 18th/19th April 2015.  Our delegate, David W-W, was given the following guidance on how to vote.
Section A - procedural motions, for
Section B1 and 2 – strategic goals, for
B3 – change to stance on abortion, against
B4 – Guatemala and B5 – Colombia, reservations about introducing extra priorities into strategic plan but in favour of issues proposed. Delegate to make decision after the debate.

Section C, delegate to use discretion but group generally for C1 – UK rendition investigation and C2 -action on detention of asylum seekers and C4 – research into detention of victims of trafficking and torture in UK. It was felt that C3 – anti semitism in UK should not focus on any single religious or ethnic group but racism in general.
4. Deputies and information sharing. Chair and Secretary to take action.
5. Contact with other groups. Simon has (or will) contact WI. Amanda to continue efforts with Goldsmiths especially re book sale. Greenwich Uni group appears to be inactive. Simon or David to use AIUK’s arrangement to contact members who live locally but are not in our group especially re book sale.
6.  Letter Writing Evening:  There will be at least five letters, including 2 Central America (Roger) Zimbabwe (Ann) Iran (Brigitte) Russia (Simon).
