Apologies.


1.  No Monthly Action, as it is August.

2.  Matters arising from notice boards: China Update: Graham read Angela’s report.  Four families fled to china to escape North Korean tyranny.  China threatens to send them back.  China considers all undocumented North Koreans to be economic migrants rather than asylum-seekers.  Their return could mean death.

3.  Street Collection:  Nobody present volunteered to organise the street collection in October.  If anybody wishes to organise it please contact David or Graham by 1st September.

4.  Book Sales 2015:  David confirmed the dates for next year’s book sales as 20th June and 21st November.

Ken raised the question of whether the group was capable of continuing the book sales.  He says that is always assumed that we are having them.  We don’t vote to have them.  The matter would be discussed at the November meeting.

5.  Alex Daker, an artist, whose grandfather was a prisoner of conscience, was so grateful to AI that he did a painting which raised £3,000 for AI.  He wishes to paint a picture of Meriem Ibrahim and would like venues in which to do it.  It was agreed that we would offer somewhere in the church at the book sale in November.
6. New Individual at Risk case, Noxolo Nogwaza.  In reply to a welcoming email from Josh, the new South Africa co-ordinator, Graham said that he would welcome any information on the case.  So far he hasn’t received a reply. 

7.  AIUK Chair’s Email:  Copies of Submission to Phase 1 of the Strategic Goals Consultation were circulated.  They were more or less the same as the Group had submitted.  Copies of Decisions of AIUK’s Board Meeting Held on 12 July 2014 were also circulated for information.

8.  26th August Letter Writing:  Graham has an urgent action letter.  Angela has a China letter.  Rachel will also do some.

9.  AOB:  In view of the poor attendances at the July and August Group meetings Eileen raised the question again as to whether we could ascertain why members stopped coming.  Graham said that he sent a welcoming email to new members.  It was agreed to send an email saying even if you have not been able to attend group meetings or letter writing evenings recently, do come to the Summer Social at Roger’s on 31st August from 1pm at 13 Eliot Place, SE3 0QL.  No parking restrictions on Sundays.
