Stop Torture:  Graham reported 26th June Global Day of Action, One Step at a Time, for victims of torture.  The group could do something at the Book Sale.  Claudia Medina Tamariz (Mexico) has been relesed on bail.  MEPs are discussing ways of improving safeguards against torture in Mexico.  At the moment many opportunities to spotlight human rights abuses in Mexico.
