CAMPAIGN TRAINING EVENT – HUMAN RIGHTS ACT presented by Hamilton Hay
David Webbe Wood queried how it was possible to criticise the Government’s alternative to the HRA when it hadn’t yet been published.  Mr. Hay said there had been sufficient indications of what the Government intended.  Mr. Hay handed out a great deal of information on: Arguments to be used when campaigning to save the HRA; The options available to the Government; Legal views on the HR; Arguments put forward to oppose the HRA; an outline of David Cameron’s speech that he had given that day; copies of the HRA Mini-Guide published by AI.  The subject was discussed for about an hour.

Graham made the point that any campaigning for the HRA should steer clear of party politics.
