Action for transparency in Company reporting. There will be a letter to MEPs. Also available on greatly improved AIUK website.

‘Show solidarity with Zimbabwe’s Human Rights Defenders’ action. Graham has circulated a document with details. Ann has volunteered to produce a poster for the group but we can also produce A4 posters as individuals. The document contains suggestions and explains how the posters will be used. This is an unusual action and could be very effective if many people join in. The posters must be received by the AIUK at the Human Rights Action Centre by 10 December.
