Graham showed a file that he had put together in 2013. It contained role descriptions for On the Day Manager (Ken), Collections Co-ordinator (Brigitte), Refreshments Manager, (Ann) and Social Media (Sarah). Despite not being able to come to the meeting, Brigitte had supplied an updated version of her information. 
The file also contains archive material going back to 1988 including leaflet designs and correspondence (preserved and donated by Ken) useful items such as a list of categories and their notices and a still useful description of Book Sale Roles and Responsibilities produced by Mary-Jane in 2004. Graham had produced an electronic version of most of the archive material which he had passed on.
