The collectors took Book Sale leaflets and leaflets about the Group to hand out at the same time.  Collectors should text Kristina with place collecting and time of finishing so that she can take the money etc. after.  She is responsible for accounting to A.I.U.K.

Anyone with contacts with charities should tell them to collect free books by 4pm.  Remaining books will go in a hired mini-skip.

Rachel will prepare a sheet for the public to say how they found out about the Book Sale and make comments (not about pricing), so as to target publicity.  The problem of hoarding books, encroaching on the altar space etc. had been discussed by the sub-group.  It was decided to get rid of the unpriced/unsorted book area at back of church, leaving it free for book sellers to sort one box at a time, take it to the pay desk for their name labels to be put on, then get another box.  Vegetable boxes to be used for easier stacking.  Rachel will explain this to the queue outside.  Late arrival unpriced books to go behind £1 fiction.  All fiction £1.  This will be a test run for the June 2014 Book Sale.

Campaign at the Book Sale:  Card writing, Write for Rights.  Brigitte asked for 4 cases to be chosen from list, their portraits enlarged to A3 (David Weekes to do?) Brigitte has the cards and also suggested people could buy books of postcards cheaply, say £2.

No postal mailing.  All asked to distribute leaflets where they could.

June Book Sale, a celebrity to open:  Brigitte has requested Kate Allen, AIUK, but no reply.  Simon will ask when he goes to AIUK.
