Zimbabwe Goes to the Polls

This is an important year for Zimbabwe with elections later this year. The
last time the country went to the polls over 200 people were killed in a
spiral of violence. We signed letters to the Presidents of Tanzania, Angola
and South Africa as members of SADC (Southern African Development
Commission), calling on them to ensure the elections are peaceful and
free from violence and intimidation. Members of the Group also
attended a rally at the Zimbabwe High Commission in London linked to
the campaign.

Arms Trade Treaty: Mind the Gaps

Every day at least 1,500 people die from armed violence and conflict. A comprehensive Arms Trade Treaty was
in sight until the US delegation asked for more time, pausing the UN process. This has been frustrating but 157
states voted to agree a final text, with 110 states expressing support for a Treaty. Only Russia was isolated in
abstaining the vote to move forward. The UK Government has played a leading role in the process, and in
March 2013, in New York, the final negotiations will take place. Amnesty is keeping up the pressure calling for
‘no loopholes’ or ‘gaps’ that would undermine human rights. Clear, binding rules are needed to stop arms
being supplied when it is likely they will be used to exacerbate human rights violations. We signed cards to our
MPs urging the Government to continue to work for a comprehensive Treaty in New York.

Monthly Letter: The Philippines

Darius Evangelista was last seen in March 2010 when he was arrested for
theft by the police. His wife later saw a video in which she recognised her
husband being beaten by uniformed officers. A body was later found which
was identified as Darius. A Manila court has ordered the arrest of seven
officers, but no-one has so far been brought to justice. Please address, sign
and post the attached letter which will cost 87p to post.

Members who attended the Amnesty Extraordinary General Meeting in January
at Central Hall agreed it had been a very thoughtful and wide ranging debate of
the issues facing Amnesty over the next few years. Basically, in order to fund
the expansion of Amnesty centres in developing ‘hubs’, resources will be moved
from London, and this has resulted in a programme of redundancies at AIUK.
The EGM was called by a group of members calling for the redundancies to be
halted and new proposals to be brought to the General Meeting in April. Although the resolutions attracted
strong support, the requirement for a 75% majority meant that some failed. However, one significant
resolution was passed and redundancies will now be halted whilst new proposals are brought to the annual
gathering in April. We will watch developments. The turnout of some 2,300 proxies appeared to be quite low.
