Torture in Mexico - Call for an end to torture and impunity. Amnesty International’s new report on Mexico 
("Out of control. Torture and other ill-treatment in Mexico"),  brings to light horrific cases of individuals ill-
treated or tortured - to death, in some cases - by military and police forces across Mexico and highlights how 
impunity is the norm for perpetrators.  The group wrote to the Mexican President calling on him to ensure that 
victims of torture receive prompt medical examinations in line with international standards.

The group signed an urgent action for Iranian prisoner of conscience Mohammad Ali Taheri. The group 
discussed inviting the Country Coordinator for Iran to come and give a talk to the group. Ros will invite her in 
the New Year.
