I would like to draw your attention to the plight of Nilcilene Miguel de Lima. This cassava planter has apparently been subjected to death threats, beaten and compelled to leave her land for condemning unauthorised logging. She is the representative of an alliance of small producers campaigning for justice for hundreds of smallholder families in Lábrea, Amazonas State.

Amnesty International understands that the reprisals started in 2009. According to the local community, gunmen hired by the loggers harass and evict smallholders and intimidate anyone who dares to challenge their actions. In October last year, the Brazilian authorities provided Nilcilene with security guards, but she and her close relatives continue to receive death threats.

I urge you to use your good offices to prosecute those connected to the reported threats made against Nilcilene Miguel de Lima and undertake a thorough and impartial inquiry into the abuse suffered by human rights workers. Please also continue to guarantee her safety from further intimidation.
