Secret police
· A police force hired by a government to enforce their political rules. The secret police are known to spy on and intimidate people to ensure the political rules are followed. They are not like normal police officers as their identities are kept secret from the public. Agents of the secret police have been known to use violence as a means to keep control.
· A police force that functions as the enforcement arm of a government's political policies and whose activities, which often include surveillance, intimidation, and physical violence as a means of suppressing dissent, are usually concealed from the public.
Prisoner of conscience
· It can refer to anyone imprisoned because of their race, religion, colour, language, sexual orientation, belief, or lifestyle so long as they have not used or advocated violence. It also refers to those who have been imprisoned and/or persecuted for the non-violent expression of their conscientiously-held beliefs.

· ‘Any person who is physically restrained (by imprisonment or otherwise) from expressing (in any form of words or symbols) any opinion which he honestly holds and which does not advocate or condone personal violence." We also exclude those people who have conspired with a foreign government to overthrow their own.’ The Forgotten Prisoners; 1961
Flogged

· To be beaten with a whip, stick, etc., especially as punishment; whip; scourge. 

Trade Union
· An association of employees formed to improve their incomes and working conditions by collective bargaining with the employer or employer organizations.
Exile
· To expel or banish (a person) from his or her country; expatriate. 

Border
· The line separating one country, state, province, etc, from another; frontier line.
Forced disappearances
· A forced disappearance (or enforced disappearance) occurs when a person is secretly imprisoned or killed by agents of the state or by another party, such as a terrorist or criminal group. The party responsible for a disappearance does not admit to having carried out the act, thereby placing the victim outside the protection of the law.
Political killings (classified as ‘extrajudicial punishment’)
· The enforced death of a person carried out by the state, or some other official authority, without the permission of a court or legal authority. 
Death row
· The part of a prison where those sentenced to death are confined
Nobel Prize 
· A prize for outstanding contributions to chemistry, physics, physiology or medicine, literature, economics, and peace that may be awarded annually.
