TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. The Observer/NUS/Amnesty International UK “Student human rights reporter of the year award” (the "Award") is open to any student studying in a UK university, higher education college or further education college who was a student at an FE or HE institution in the UK at the time that their article was published or broadcast
2. To enter the Award, You should submit a report or article on the theme of human rights that was published by a third party in a recognised student publication or broadcast by a recognised student radio or student TV station in the UK between 19 February 2013 and 20 June 2014. This could either be from your experience or your interpretation of a human rights news story. Your article or report can be up to 2000 words or 10 minutes in length. The judges retain the right to refuse entry if the outlet is not deemed to be a recognised student outlet. Personal blogs will not be considered. 
3.  The judges will make their decision based on the content of the article/report only.  

4. To enter the Award You must fill in the online entry form on the Amnesty International UK (“AIUK”) website, www.amnesty.org.uk/studentreporter and upload a PDF or JPEG version of the article as printed, a suitable audio or visual file as proof or publication or broadcast, or a URL.  

5. You are responsible for the cost (if any) of sending your Award entry to us. 

6. When submitting your Award entry, You must fully complete the online form and provide your full name, date of birth, the name of your university and your contact details (both at home and at university). We will only use this information for the following reasons: 

(a) in relation to the Award (including checking your eligibility to enter it and for identifying you as the author of your entry); and

(b) in relation to the running of the Observer, NUS and AIUK websites (we may use third parties to provide services to us (for example hosting providers) - they are only able to process information on our behalf and in accordance with our instructions and not for any other purpose). 

7. You may only enter the Award once.

8. We must receive your entry to the Award by 5pm on 20 June 2014. 

9. Employees or agents of The Observer, the NUS and AIUK, and their group companies or their family members may not enter the Award, nor may anyone else connected with the creation or administration of the Award.

10. Your entry must be your own work and must not be copied. If the Observer, the NUS or AIUK has reason to believe your entry is not your own work, then we may not consider it. 

Picking the winners

11. A panel of judges (including representatives of the Observer, NUS and AIUK and an independent judge) will choose a winning entry and two runners up from a shortlist of up to 10 entries chosen by a panel of judges.  Details of the judges can be provided on request.  

12. The winning entries will be those that the judges think are well written or produced, and most informative, illuminating and interesting.
13. The judges’ decision will be made before the Amnesty International 2014 media awards. The judges’ decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.  

Publishing Award entries and announcing the winners
14. Award entries may be published as follows:

· Winner and runner-up entries on the NUS, the Observer, and Amnesty  websites from November 2014;

· any Award entry may be published by any of the partners on their websites as and when they receive that entry;

· winner’s names and entries may be published by Amnesty or NUS in their various magazines and publications, along with the other shortlisted entries; and 
· winners’ entries will be published in full on the Observer website in November 2014.  Other shortlisted entries may also be published by the Observer and NUS websites at the same time, any of these may be published at a later date if the Observer, NUS or AIUK needs to delay publication for any reason.  

15. The winners and runners up will be announced at Amnesty’s annual Media Awards ceremony on 11 November 2014 and their entries will be displayed at that event. 
16.  The Observer, the NUS and AIUK may want to use a photograph of the winner and runner-up to accompany any of the activities explained in paragraphs 14 and 15.  If we do, we may ask you to send us a photograph of yourself, or we may arrange for a photographer to come to and take a photograph of you (and we will arrange a time for this in November 2014).  
17. You own the copyright to your Award entry as its author.

18. By submitting an entry to the Award, You give the partners: a. Permission for your entry to be published in the ways explained in paragraphs 14 and 15, and grant the partners a non-exclusive, royalty-free, worldwide licence to republish your Award entry in electronic format and hard copy for purposes connected with the Award. You also confirm that the partners may retain your published Award entry as part of their archive services; and b. The right to use your name, age, university name and/or town or city of residence for the sole purpose of identifying You as the author of your entry.

19.  Amnesty, NUS or the Observer may cut, edit, crop or arrange your Award entry as we think fit to appear on the Observer website, the Amnesty website, the NUS website, in the Observer newspaper, and in AIUK’s various magazines, and any other publication produced by the partners and we may remove your Award entry at any time.  
Permission
20. Sending in an entry to the Award means that You accept these Terms and Conditions, which are the rules of the Award. 

The Prizes

21. One winner will receive:

· Two weeks’ work experience at the Observer;
· an AIUK, NUS and Observer goodie bag;
· an award at the Amnesty International Media Awards 2014 for You.
22. Two runners up will each receive: 
· an AIUK, NUS and Observer goodie bag, 

· an AIUK 2014 Media Award certificate (to be presented at a later date), 
23.  For winners travelling from outside the London area, the trip includes return travel to London and one night’s accommodation on a bed and breakfast basis for each winner and one guest.  You will be responsible for booking your own travel and accommodation. It is subject to a limit of £80 per twin or double room – we are expecting winners to share a room with their guest. Winners and their guests must make their own travel arrangements: we will reimburse your travel expenses (and those of your guest) up to a maximum of £100 per pair on presentation of valid receipts or other proof of expenditure. If the cost of your travel and your guest’s travel is more than £100 in total, You must pay the difference.  You must pay all other costs associated with the prize and not specifically included in the prize, including spending money. 
24. If your Award entry is short-listed by the judges, AIUK will contact members of the local press in your region to try to arrange local media coverage about your entry.

25. The prizes cannot be exchanged or transferred by You and cannot be redeemed by You for cash or any other prizes.

26. We will substitute the prizes with other prizes of similar value in the event that the original prizes offered are not available. 

Some other rules

27. Entries on behalf of another person will not be accepted and joint submissions are not allowed.

28. We take no responsibility for entries that are lost, delayed, misdirected or incomplete or cannot be delivered or entered for any technical or other reason. Proof of delivery of the entry is not proof of receipt.

29. Your entry will not be returned to You.
