October Meeting
At our meeting this month we discussed and contributed to a number of important actions. These included:-

Sri Lanka - Ahead of the Commonwealth Heads of Government meeting to be held from 15th November, letters were sent to the Commonwealth Secretary General and William Hague on behalf of a journalist who went missing and whose disappearance has not been investigated since. 

Burma – We received a response from our MP John Howell in relation to our letters of action for Dr Tun Aung and the plight of the Rohingya. His reply was supportive and he will be approaching William Hague on our behalf and will let us know of the response. The Burma Campaign UK is a useful web-site and highlights the on-going problems and restrictions that ‘freed’ political prisoners face. www.burmacampaign.org.uk
Colombia – A national movement for those affected by large scale energy projects and associated land acquisition seek to protect the homes and livelihoods of those affected. One of the community leaders attached to the movement was recently killed and large numbers of protestors have been detained. Letters were sent to the Colombian president and their embassy in the UK, seeking an investigation into the death of Nelson Giraldo and for the safety and protection of the Rios Vivo Antioquia Movement.
Others issues discussed were the recent Felipe Karma meeting, which was well attended, human rights in Viet Nam and that the USA has now signed the International Arms Trade Treaty. For further information
